December 9

Moses
Exodus 3:2-7, 10

on fire it did not burn up.  So Moses thought, “i will go over and see this strange sight-why the bush does not 

burn up.”  when the lord saw that he had gone over to look, god called to him from within the bush, “Moses!  

Moses!” and Moses said, “here I am.”  “do not come any closer,” god said.  “take off your sandals, for the place 

where you are standing is holy ground.”  then he said, “i am the god of your father, the god of Abraham, the god of 

Isaac, and the god of Jacob.”  At this, Moses hid his face, because he was afraid to look at god.  The lord said, “I 

have indeed seen the misery of my people in Egypt  I have heard them crying out because of their slave drivers, 

and I am concerned about their suffering...So now, go.

When the lord goes through the land to strike down the Egyptians, he will see the blood on the 

top and sides of the doorframe and will pass over that doorway, and he will not permit the destroyer to enter 

your houses and strike you down.”



December 11

The Ten Commandments
Exodus 20:1-8, 12-17

And God spoke all these words:  “I am the Lord your God, who brought you out of Egypt, out of the land of slavery.  “You 

shall have no other gods before me.  “You shall not make for yourself an image in the form of anything in heaven above 

or on the earth beneath or in the waters below.  You shall not bow down to them or worship them; for I, the Lord your God, 

am a jealous God, punishing the children for the sin of the parents to the third and fourth generation of those who hate 

me,  but showing love to a thousand generations of those who love me and keep my commandments.  “You shall not misuse 

the name of the Lord your God, for the Lord will not hold anyone guiltless who misuses his name.

You shall not covet your neighbor’s wife, 

or his male or female servant, his ox or donkey, or anything that belongs to your neighbor.

Joshua
Joshua 6:15-16, 20

except on that day they circled the city seven times.  The seventh time around, when the priests sounded the 

trumpet blast, Joshua commanded the army, “shout!  For the lord has given you the city!”...When the trumpets 

sounded, the army shouted, and at the sound of the trumpet, when the men gave a loud shout, the wall collapsed; 

so everyone charged straight in, and they took the city.



December 13

Jonah
Jonah 3:1-5, 10

Then the word of the lord came to Jonah a second time: “go to the great city of Nineveh and proclaim to it the 

message I give you.”  Jonah obeyed the word of the lord and went to Nineveh  Now Nineveh was a very large city; 

it took three days to go through it.  Jonah began by going a day's journey into the city, proclaiming, “forty 

more days and Nineveh will be overthrown”  the Ninevites believed god.  A fast was proclaimed, and all of them, 

from the greatest to the least, put on sackcloth...when good saw what they did and how they turned from their 

evil ways, he relented and did not bring on them the destruction he had threatened.



December 14

Gideon
Judges 7:20-21

The three companies blew the trumpets and smashed the jars.  Grasping the torches in their left hands and 

holding in their right hands the trumpets they were to blow, they shouted, “a sword for the lord and for 

Gideon!”  While each man held his position around the camp, all the Midianites ran, crying out as they fled.



December 15

Ruth
Ruth 4:13-17

So Boaz took Ruth and she became his wife. When he made love to her, the Lord enabled her to conceive, and she 

gave birth to a son.  The women said to Naomi: “Praise be to the Lord, who this day has not left you without a 

guardian-redeemer. May he become famous throughout Israel!  He will renew your life and sustain you in your 

old age. For your daughter-in-law, who loves you and who is better to you than seven sons, has given him 

birth.”  Then Naomi took the child in her arms and cared for him.  The women living there said, “Naomi has a 

son!” And they named him Obed. He was the father of Jesse, the father of David.



December 16

Samuel
1 Samuel 3:19-21

The Lord was with Samuel as he grew up, and he let none of Samuel’s words fall to the ground.  And all Israel from Dan to 

Beersheba recognized that Samuel was attested as a prophet of the Lord.  The Lord continued to appear at Shiloh, and there 

he revealed himself to Samuel through his word.

1 Samuel 12:19-24

The people all said to Samuel, “Pray to the Lord your God for your servants so that we will not die, for we have added to 

all our other sins the evil of asking for a king.”  “Do not be afraid,” Samuel replied. “You have done all this evil; yet do 

not turn away from the Lord, but serve the Lord with all your heart.  Do not turn away after useless idols. They can do 

you no good, nor can they rescue you, because they are useless.  For the sake of his great name the Lord will not reject 

his people, because the Lord was pleased to make you his own.  As for me, far be it from me that I should sin against the 

Lord by failing to pray for you.

Jeremiah
Jeremiah 23:5-6

wisely and do what is just and right in the land.  In his days Judah will be saved and Israel will live in safety.  This is 

the name by which he will be called:  The Lord Our Righteous Savior.”

December 23

Joseph
Matthew 1:18-25

This is how the birth of Jesus the Messiah came about[d]: His mother Mary was pledged to be married to Joseph, but before 

they came together, she was found to be pregnant through the Holy Spirit.  Because Joseph her husband was faithful to the 

law, and yet did not want to expose her to public disgrace, he had in mind to divorce her quietly.  But after he had 

considered this, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream and said, “Joseph son of David, do not be afraid to take 

Mary home as your wife, because what is conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit.  She will give birth to a son, and you are 

to give him the name Jesus,  because he will save his people from their sins.”  All this took place to fulfill what the Lord 

had said through the prophet: “The virgin will conceive and give birth to a son, and they will call him Immanuel” (which 

means “God with us”).  When Joseph woke up, he did what the angel of the Lord had commanded him and took Mary home as 

his wife.

Luke 2:9-20

wrapped in cloths and lying in a manger.”  Suddenly a great company of the heavenly host appeared with the angel, 

praising God and saying,  “Glory to God in the highest heaven,  and on earth peace to those on whom his favor rests.” 

When the angels had left them and gone into heaven, the shepherds said to one another, “Let’s go to Bethlehem and see this 

thing that has happened, which the Lord has told us about.”  So they hurried off and found Mary and Joseph, and the baby, 

who was lying in the manger.  When they had seen him, they spread the word concerning what had been told them about 

this child,  and all who heard it were amazed at what the shepherds said to them.  But Mary treasured up all these things 

and pondered them in her heart.  The shepherds returned, glorifying and praising God for all the things they had heard 

and seen, which were just as they had been told.
