Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

I wanted to give a T-shirt I saw online to Kylee Heap, our Communications Director, that said: “It was in the bulletin,” so
she could have a picture taken of herself with it in and a smile to post whenever she gets the umpteenth email from someone
about a parish event they would have gone to if they had known about it!

Every week the parish staff labors an inordinate amount of time to produce a bulletin thar is informarive and educational, mu-
sic sheets for the sung Masses, email blasts, parish and school newsletters, Facebook events and posts, YouTube videos of
Masses, classes and other ceremonies, Instagram stories, and so much more. It is a herculean effort that involves a lot of peo-
ple and a lot of time, much of it donated by people who believe in what we do here and want others to know about it so they
can be a part of it. If we hired a professional, the salary and benefits package that would be reasonable for someone to take on
the amount and quality of work that we depend on staff and volunteers that are already overextended would bankrupt the par-
ish. At some point the nature and reality of communications and evangelization in our age is going to mean that we are going
to have to be much less amateur in our approach to these things. We are not living in the Middle Ages any more, and it is
useless to think we can still do things like we did like then, except of course for theology and liturgy J

I know we are all oversaturated with information, and there are far too many things that we can be a part of and donate to
than any one single person can ever hope to participate in. But it is interesting to see that we have people in Kenya, Italy,
Spain, and Ecuador who are actually more informed about what is going on at Prince of Peace than some of our people who
are in the pews every Sunday. In my travels I constantly come across people who know about us, and are very impressed by
what we do. I am grateful for the positive vibes, and happy we can contribute to a positive experience of the Church for so
many far beyond our parish boundaries, but I am left scratching my head sometimes.

I need you to be all in.

I need everyone who calls Prince of Peace their spiritual home to, as far as their state in life reasonably allows, because that is
their primary vocation, to be all in. (Not in a creepy cult kind of way, mind you, because that’s, well, not the message here!) A
spiritual discipline you may have never thought of before is carving out a half hour every week to read the bulletin, revisit the
music sheet, pore through the online newsletters, pray for those whose names are there, and check our social media for the
week, and then recycle or delete as necessary. For some of you, it could be Sunday before going to bed, first thing Monday
morning, on Hump Day at noon. But I am asking, and I am not afraid to ask: make sure you know what’s going on here be-
fore your friend you haven't met yet in  Tokyo or Mumbai does! Oh, and don't read the bulletin during the homily. That’s

obnoxious.
