Dear Friends in Christ,

Some time ago | met with a young wife and mother from the parish, and she mentioned to me a book that changed her marriage and family
life. | have to confess that | was honestly skeptical, even from the name of the book. But I have now talked to women who have gone through
this extremely challenging book and been able to testify to how this book has changed everything for them. We have a lot of families in crisis,
and sometimes | feel helpless as to how to navigate families through the tough times. | want to propose to you a testimony from the woman
who got me on to a book that | want you to consider, even if it is hard. Her letter is below.

Over the years | have spoken to a number of women that are experiencing challenges in their marriages. It certainly
seems that marriages and families are under attack lately, which is understandable because through the family we first ex-
perience the love of the Trinity. This is a topic near and dear to my heart because in the early years of my marriage my
husband and | experienced difficult struggles. At that time, a friend suggested a book that was instrumental in helping my
husband and | recover a beautiful marriage that we cherish to this day. Do not get me wrong, we still argue - please don’t
listen too closely to our car as we pull into church on Sundays ;) and we are certainly not perfect. We are not the couple
that you will see publishing a “how-to” book on a perfectly wonderful and happy marriage. However, we have been
through incredibly difficult circumstances and we have emerged desperately loyal to one another and our precious family.
We are passionate about helping anyone that God may send in our path as we know how rewarding it can be when you
trust in God and stay obedient to Him through your marriage vows.

There are so many incredible Catholic books on marriage, and | have read dozens of them. However, when | needed help
it was a Christian book that was the miracle “fix” that took us from separation to a marriage | could only have hoped for
(and prayed my heart out for). It is literally the ONLY suggestion that | give if someone shares with me that they are hav-
ing challenges, big or small, within the marriage. | feel confident that if you have a knowledgeable grasp of the Catholic faith
you will not be distracted in your faith by anything printed in this book.

The name of this book is “interesting” to say the least - “Wife School:Where Women Learn the Secrets of Making Husbands
Happy”. Please do not be fooled by the title, the author chose the name of the book (which of course has some fun reac-
tions) intentionally. This book explains, in very simple ways and with practical suggestions, how men want to be loved and
spoken to by their wives. The way men desire this interaction with their wives is fundamentally different, in fact almost
opposite, of what most women’s natural tendencies are. | usually receive various reactions to my suggestion to read this
book, from slight interest and willingness to try just about anything to outright obstinance in reading a non-Catholic book.
| hold fast to my assertion that even the most reluctant woman will find suggestions within this book to improve their
marriage - | have seen it happen over and over again.

If you make the time to read the book and do the advanced weekly study | know you will grow in your understanding and
practice of the following, which are very Catholic concepts: |) what it means to join together as one flesh and die to self;

2) the intentional practice of true charity and humility; 3) learning how a husband thinks and what they really want;

4) understand how a husband wants to be loved in a language that speaks love and respect to their hearts, which will in
turn naturally progress into a tender and loving response to the wife. | learned through Wife School that | can be right and
unhappy in my marriage or | can learn the humility that the author teaches specifically meant for marriage and be happy in
my marriage. | have not only grown spiritually in humility but | have learned how to have a mutually loving, supportive and
respectful marriage. | have also learned that this utopia is not achievable 100% of the time, we are to expect to have con-
flict in marriage, however Wife School has taught me how to navigate that conflict in a way that is constructive for both
husband and wife.

Wife School has taught me that the wife is ultimately the one who can and should set the tone/temperature within the
home and there are ways to accomplish this that make a husband’s heart happy to participate. Do not take a chance with
the most important relationship of your whole life. Learn to do it expertly and experience the blessing of a close, commit-
ted and faithful marriage! Wife School (and its counter, Husband School) is available on Amazon and | strongly recommend
doing the Weekly Study that accompanies the book as much of the practical/helpful recommendations are within the Study
Guide. It can be done alone or with a friend or two to help make the process a little more fun and productive.
