raordinary Parish for Ordinary People

| wanted to give you an update on a few financial matters at the outset of this New Year. The Finance Council has
suggested doing a quarterly report to give a snapshot of where we are every three months, and | am grateful for their
leadership in helping communicate to the parish. Brian Mackenzie, our Finance Chair, presented the 2023-4 FY Annu-
al Report in November, and mentioned that, even though on 30 June 2024 we were in a very advantageous position,
since then we were running a slight deficit. He mentioned that, if every parish family gave $5 extra for 5 weeks, we
would we right back on track. Have you done your five weeks yet?

Many of our families experienced the effects of inflation, uncertainty over what the presidential election would bring,
unemployment and the unexpected costs of Hurricane Helene. It has been an unusual time. We have also had some
long-standing, generous parishioners go home to the Lord, and new families come who have not yet committed to
sacrificial giving to the parish. The weekly offertory goes to the day to day operational expenses of the parish, and we
are grateful for your commitment to the work of the parish.

Soon, however, we are casting our net and going forward in faith to a building project. Classrooms are to be added
onto Walsingham Hall and that building connected with Lourdes Hall. This will allow the school to be contained in
one building, which is important for security and to expand spaces to make them more appropriate for learning. It
will also allow Guadalupe Hall to be reconfigured to be used for more parish functions. We are constantly having to
say no to things we want to say yes to, merely because of space and scheduling issues. A growing parish needs space
to grow into and to contain what has already overgrown! And the parish indicated its potential support for this pro-
ject in the survey last year.

In January, you will hear more about the Annual Fund and POP Art Gala, which fund financial aid and educational en-
richment for our award-winning school. In February, there is the push for the Catholic Appeal for South Carolina,
the Bishop’s yearly call for diocesan faith initiatives. VWe want to make sure that everyone has their giving intentional-
ly formulated and dialed in before we launch into a Capital Campaign for this new building project. In the past, we
proposed the biblical tithe of 10% of your income as 5% to the offertory, 1% to the bishop and 4% to the charity of
your choice. We ask that you start considering now how that 4% can be directed to the Capital Campaign so we can
build needed space for the incredible work that goes on here. The past five-year Bicentennial Campaign is wrapping
up, and as we embark on our 50™ Golden Jubilee Year, we have completed an insane amount of capital improvement
projects that have improved so much about our common life as a parish.
