Dear Friends in Christ,

| stopped celebrating my birthday when | could no longer count that high. | turn 49 today, and it still seems
weird to me that | am literally half a century old. | am no longer a young priest, and | now have shoes that
are older than some of our young priests, which is either a testament to being a hoarder and not knowing it
or economy in at least one part of my life. | am not as young as | used to be, and | am beginning to feel it.

While | do
not believe in instant canonisations of everyone who dies (if y’all don’t pray me out of purgatory after being
with you for so long, | will haunt you!), and would never say, | just know that person is in heaven (because only
God can say that, and neither you or | are God), | do very much believe in the power of the Mercy of God,
even and especially at and in our last moments.
